TUITION FEES

Since the autumn semester of 2023, international students with citizenship from outside the EU/EEA or

Switzerland are required to pay tuition fees.

With a few exceptions, all citizens of countries outside the European Union (EU), European Economic Area
(EEA) and Switzerland must pay both application and tuition fees to study at Norwegian universities. For
master’s programmes at NTNU School of International Business, the tuition fee is NOK 61,705

(approximately USD 6,005) per academic year. NTNU does not offer scholarships that cover tuition fees.
