	Tumors above 2 cm in diameter. Animals not bearing weight on the limb. Necrotic skin above the tumor. Weight loss above 10 %.

	Blood sampling, small volumes from the saphenous vein 6-8 times during the study. With anesthesia if necessary.
	Mild pain short term
	Habituation to handling. Use of tunnel/cup handling before restraint in tube. Proper technique for sampling. Alternating leg. Checking animals thoroughly the day after sampling. Give analgesic drugs if they limp the day after sampling.
	
	Injured leg from sampling, with animal not bearing weight on the leg the day after sampling.
