HOW to come to the Sorbonne?
YOU ARE ARRIVING IN ONE OF THE TWO AIRPORTS

- With the train: follow the sign “Paris by train” in the two airports. The ticket cost 10€. The
ride is less than an hour (45 min) and more or less direct to the Sorbonne

- With the taxi: there is since this year a flat-rate price. 50€ if you are coming from Orly Airport
and 60€ if you are coming from Roissy-Charles de Gaulle Airport
PLS. NOTE that according to COST rules, the participants are permitted to claim taxi expenses
only in few special cases (such as late arrival and/or early departure). Kindly check the travel
guidelines in Vademecum and the OTRR document sent by email.

From Gare de Lyon: take the Metro Line 1 (direction La Défense) or Line 14 (direction St-Lazare), stop
at Chatelet-Les Halles and take Metro Line 4 (direction Montrouge)
